Joint Commissions

The Joint Commissions were established through Agreements on Collaboration between the International Balzan Foundation “Prize”, the Swiss Academies of Arts and Sciences and  the Accademia Nazionale dei Lincei with the following aims:

1) The promotion of the Balzan Prize and the presentation of the Prizewinners through the academies’ channels of communication, in Italy and Switzerland as well as abroad. By virtue of the relations of the Swiss Academies and the Lincei with academies of other countries and with international academic organizations, they will contribute to more widespread circulation of news related to the Balzan;

2) On the occasion of the Balzan Foundation Awards ceremony, held on alternating years in Berne and Rome, each academy will contribute to the scientific organization of an interdisciplinary Forum, in the course of which the Prizewinners of that year will present their scientific work and discuss it with other scientists proposed by the academies. Furthermore, in the years when the ceremony is held in Rome, one of the Prizewinners will give an Annual Balzan Lecture in Switzerland, and when the ceremony is held in Berne, an Annual Balzan Lecture will be organized at the headquarters of the Lincei in Rome;

3) The academies will contribute to a series of publications in English (ideally with summaries in Italian, German and French), created by the Balzan, with the collaboration of the Balzan Prizewinners.
